   The other purposes of Field Day are
still important too, such as accessibility
by non-amateurs for public relations
purposes. The Shrine Hill Summer
Place is very close to town and was
suggested and found available, so one
afternoon recently, a group of
members assembled at the site to "size
it up!"
   The shelter is huge, as is the adjacent
field. Distancing the stations and the
antennas from each other to achieve a
minimum of both audio and RF QRM
should be a much easier task here.

   At this time we don't have a separate
quiet area located for VE testing but
we plan to hold a session, as in
previous years,  somewhere.
   Balloon verticals are again in the
works on 160 and 80/75 meters. 
   The traditional meals will again be
served. Friday night's setup will be
attended by Col. Sanders; it's a pitch-in
for the rest of the food. Saturday night
will again be the traditional brat dinner
and pitch-in. Breakfast will be served
including some leftover brats... unless
Keith attends on Saturday night.

   This year, we'll be operating Class
8A again with the aid of an upgraded
wireless network along with some
'new' laptops for computer logging.
   Last, but not least, is the teardown.
We need the Cavalry to show up, just
in the nick of time and save us all by
helping with the takedown on Sunday
afternoon.  Even if you couldn't
attend Field Day activities at all that
weekend, maybe you could still show
up for the takedown.
